(Ephesians 4:3)
“Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace.”

(Romans 12:18)
“If it is possible, as far as it depends on you, live at peace with everyone.”

3. A church works when the leaders are free to pursue their tasks with the backing of the members.

(Acts 6:2-4)
“So the Twelve gathered all the disciples together and said, “It would not be right for us to neglect the ministry of the word of God in order to wait on tables. Brothers and sisters, choose seven men from among you who are to be full of the Spirit and wisdom. We will turn this responsibility over to them, and will give our attention to prayer and the ministry of the word.”

4. A church works when we are empowered by the Holy Spirit.  

(Acts 1:8)
“But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be by witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”
