· There are two sections: Old Testament and New Testament

Reliability of Ancient Manuscripts:

1. How many available manuscripts? (**build a list)
Gallic Wars: 	10
Tacitus:	2
2. Who wrote them and why?
Gallic Wars: written by one man, hired by Caesar to write about Caesar.
Tacitus: Written by one man, under the dictatorship of Rome.
3. What’s the date of the earliest copy compared to the original?
Gallic Wars: earliest manuscript is 900 years after the original.
		Tacitus: earliest manuscript is 900 years after the original.

1. How many available manuscripts? (**build a list)
Bible: 25,000+
2. Who wrote them and why?
Bible: many authors. The four writers of the gospels gave their lives for what they said they saw.
3. What’s the date of the earliest copy compared to the original?
Bible: NT earliest copies date 135 AD
