	You can’t learn fruit. Fruit is a byproduct of who you are.

	The more you become like Christ, the better the fruit. 

Fruit of the Spirit: Love, Joy, Peace, Patience, Kindness…

2. Kindness is an action, not an emotion.

Goodness

Goodness: Uprightness of heart and life.

What does God need to make right in my life?

(2 Corinthians 5:21)
“God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.”

(Ephesians 2:8-9)
“For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—and this is not from yourselves, it is the gift of God— 9 not by works, so that no one can boast.”

	Then why do I have areas of my life that still are not “good”? 

(2 Corinthians 5:21)
“God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.”

	God has more for me. 

(Philippians 2:12-13)
“ Therefore, my dear friends, as you have always obeyed—not only in my presence, but now much more in my absence—continue to work out your salvation with fear and trembling, 13 for it is God who works in you to will and to act in order to fulfill his good purpose.”

	How do you become “good”?

1. Goodness happens in relationships.

Have a relationship with God. 
Have a relationship with a church.

(Ecclesiastes 4:8)
“There was a man all alone; he had neither son nor brother. There was no end to his toil, yet his eyes were not content with his wealth…”

(Ecclesiastes 4:9)
“Two are better than one, because they have a good return for their labor:10 If either of them falls down, one can help the other up. But pity anyone who falls and has no one to help them up.”

2. Goodness happens with honesty. 

(1 John 1:9)
“If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness.”

(James 5:16)
“Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous person is powerful and effective.”

	God will forgive you; His people will help heal you. 

3. Goodness happens through the work of the Holy Spirit. 

(Ezekiel 36:26-27)
“I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit in you; I will remove from you your heart of stone and give you a heart of flesh. 27 And I will put my Spirit in you and move you to follow my decrees and be careful to keep my laws.

Pray this:
· “Holy Spirit, show me.”

(Psalm 139:23-24)
“Search me, God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts.24 See if there is any offensive way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting.”

Pray this:
· “Holy Spirit, show me.”
· “Holy Spirit, change me.”

(2 Corinthians 3:17-18)
“Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. 18 And we all, who with unveiled faces contemplate the Lord’s glory, are being transformed into his image with ever-increasing glory, which comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit.”

(Ephesians 5:18)
