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(Galatians 5:22-26)
“But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law. 24 Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. 25 Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit. 26 Let us not become conceited, provoking and envying each other.

	You can’t learn fruit. Fruit is a byproduct of who you are.

	The more you become like Christ, the better the fruit. 

Fruit of the Spirit: Love, Joy, Peace…

	You don’t “get peace” by fixing your problems—you experience peace in Jesus. 

Anxiety goes up when we try to control outcomes.
Peace goes up when we trust God with outcomes. 

Peace is maintained in the mind. 
What you focus on can determine what you feel. 

Patience

(Hebrews 6:12)
“…imitate those who through faith and patience inherit what has been promised.”

1. The Promise (Where faith begins)

It’s easy to believe when God first speaks.

2. The Process (Where patience forms)

God delivers Israel from Egypt in one day…
But it takes 40 years to get Egypt out of them.

Freedom is instant; transformation takes time. 

(Deuteronomy 8:2)
“Remember how the Lord your God led you all the way in the wilderness these forty years, to humble and test you in order to know what was in your heart, whether or not you would keep his commands.”

	Time waiting is not time wasted. 

3. The Participation (Where trust is required)

While you wait:
· Stay faithful
· Stay obedient
· Keep showing up
· Trust God’s timing

(James 1:2-4)
“Consider it pure joy, my brothers and sisters, whenever you face trials of many kinds, 3 because you know that the testing of your faith produces perseverance. 4 Let perseverance finish its work so that you may be mature and complete, not lacking anything.”

	Faith is what got you started; patience will keep you there.

4. The Payoff (Where everything comes together)

If God answered every prayer instantly, you might get things…
But you wouldn’t become anything.
